In the Encyclical, Laudato Si’: On Care for Our Common Home, Pope 
Francis encourages us to be open to awe and wonder when viewing 
the natural world that God created, in which He was incarnated, and 
of which we are a part.

From the beginning of the world, but particularly through the 
incarnation, the mystery of Christ is at work in a hidden manner in 
the natural world as a whole, without thereby imping‐
ing on its autonomy.”
