Meat production accounts for about 14% of climate
warming greenhouse gas emissions. Cutting back
goes a long way toward helping the environment
and can possibly improve your health. When
eating meat, chicken projection or sustainably
caught fish generates only 1/4 of the global
warming emissions of beef and lamb production.

Meat Fast—Honor meatless Fridays, consider
adding a meatless Monday, or Wednesday.

Keep Grace Upfront
Transgression and sin play a big part in the garden of
Eden Story.
