   Composting   
 

Food scraps and yard waste together currently make up about 30 percent of what we  
throw away, so consider composting instead. Making compost keeps these materials 
out of landfills where they take up space and release methane, a potent greenhouse 
gas. Your compost can then be used to enrich soil and reduce the need for fertilizer. 
For convenience, try using an airtight receptacle in your kitchen for interim storage of 
scraps to reduce trips to your outdoor composter. More info at
